I've realized that over the years there are 2 things 
that really help us get through life....God's Word and 
friends that read God's Word. I was talking to my 
friend Melissa, recently, about "stuff" and she told 
me that God really speaks to her through hawks. 
She went on to describe how she loves to watch 
them as they catch the current and just soar and 
glide through the sky. God has used many things in 
nature to speak to me but I must admit I'd never 
thought about watching hawks. 
  
The next morning I was out for my walk and just 
happened to look up to see a hawk in the sky. He 
was amazing to watch. As he soared above me I 
thought about how free and relaxed he seemed. I 
was anything but that. I'd been wrestling with a few 
anxious thoughts for several days.  

 
  
I got home and the phone rang. It was Melissa 
asking for prayer. It was then she said, "I'm flappin'! 
I'd rather be soaring, but I'm flappin'!"  We both 
laughed and I told her I was going to use that term 
from now on. Since then, it has begun to catch on 
with several friends who know us. 
  
I've seen several hawks since then. Who knew they 
were up there? All I needed to do was to look up!  

I've been watching them and I must say that they do 
very little flappin'! It's been a great reminder to me 
as I go through my days.  
  
Stuff happens. When it does I always have the 
choice to flap or to just soar.  Sometimes....no, most 
times....I just flap myself silly and then I remember to 
let go and let God just take me along for the ride. 
  
I mentioned many times that David (from the Bible) 
is my mentor. David went through some "stuff". 
Sometimes he would get to flappin' but most of the 
time he soared.  

 
  
Psalm 16:8 says, "I have set the LORD continually 
before me..."I love that visual reminder. It is so easy 
to forget that LORD is in our circumstance. He wants 
to be there. He wants us to be purposeful about 
putting Him there. He wants us to call on Him. So, 
I've written that down and stuck it to my bathroom 
mirror....to remind myself to keep the LORD 
continually before me... 
  
I don't know what you are going through right now 
but I do know God wants to be a partner in it. We 
just need to lean into him and ride the current of His 
love.
